TERMS OF REFERENCE STANDARDS AND CURRICULUM
2025-2026

1. Membership and requirements

The membership of the committee shall be the Headteacher and at least 4 governors appointed by the Governing Body. 
The committee shall have such associate members as the governing body shall appoint. 
The committee may make recommendations for these appointments. 
A chair will be appointed annually.
These terms of reference will be reviewed annually and any changes will be sent to the governing body for approval.
The committee will be clerked by the clerk to the governing body.
The Standards and Curriculum committee will report back to the governing body once a term. 

2. Quorum
a) The committee shall be 5 governors, with a quorum of three governors minimum required for a meeting to proceed. 
b) The committee shall not meet without the Headteacher being present 

3. Responsibilities 
1. To ensure on behalf of the governing body that its strategic responsibility to raise standards is acted upon, using the objectives set out in the School Improvement Plan.

2. To review and analyse the performance of the school, against national and local indicators, and to advise the governing body on any action required in order to sustain improvement. 

3. To ensure that School Improvement Plan reflect the requirement to raise standards, and to monitor and evaluate it accordingly. 

4. To monitor the implementation of any Action Plan resulting from OfSTED Inspections, in order to maintain progress.

5. To establish with the assistance of the Headteacher, information about how the curriculum is taught, evaluated and resourced. 

6. To ensure that the requirements of pupils with SEND are met.

7. To receive regular reports from the Headteacher on the quality of teaching and learning, to identify areas for improvement, and ensure that any necessary action is taken to maximise outcomes for pupils.

8. To ensure that those polices which are statutorily required, are in place and regularly reviewed. 

9. To ensure that other relevant policies which support learning and improvements in attainment are in place and regularly reviewed.
10. To monitor the use of pupil premium and sports premium in raising attainment.
11. To review the schools’ curriculum statement annually and inform the governing body of any  suggested changes
12. To assess how the school is meeting the requirements of the National Curriculum.
13. To review external data on performance, 
14. To oversee the progress and attainment of vulnerable groups of children
