The Proposal 
 
The Nursery class at Brindishe Lee should close in July 2013 so 
that the school can offer an extra Reception class  (an extra 30 
places) in September 2013. 
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Why do we need additional places in Lewisham primary schools? 
 
The number of births in Lewisham has increased by over 34% since 2000/2001.  
 
We have an active programme to provide additional permanent places but each year we 
need to supplement this with a programme of temporary enlargements or “bulge” 
classes. An additional class is admitted in September and stays with the school for 7 
years. The Published Admission Number for the school in subsequent years does not 
change. 
 
We continue to monitor our projections very carefully to ensure that - as far as possible - 
we get the right number of places in the right locations. We want to be able to educate as 
many as possible of our young people close to their homes in Lewisham.  
 
Why offer a bulge class at this school? 
 
The population in the Lee Green area is increasing faster than the borough average. Since 
2000/01 there has been a 39% increase in births  - from 317 births in 2000/01 to 440 in 2009/10. 
Our projections, which include information on planned housing developments, indicate that there 
will be a sustained demand for additional places in schools in the area until beyond the end of 
the decade. 
 
We expect to need over 400 Reception places in 2013 to meet applications from families who 
live in the area. Even with the opening of the new primary phase at Trinity, this is a shortfall of at 
least 30 places. 
 
Why close the nursery?  
 
There is a greater demand for places in statutory education than for a place in nursery 
classes attached to schools. 
 
Brindishe Lee offers free part-time provision for up to 50 children below statutory school 
age at either a morning or an afternoon session.  A place in the nursery does not 
guarantee a place in the Reception class at the school.  
 
Sadly, each year many local families have been unable to secure a place at one of their 
preferred local schools.  Last year there were over 390 applicants for the 30 places in 
Brindishe Lee’s Reception class. However recruitment to the nursery class has not been 
as vibrant.  
 
We have recently completed an assessment of the sufficiency of childcare in Lewisham. 
As well as providing a summary of the borough-wide situation, our researchers looked at 
the various localities. They looked at the amount and quality of provision across the 
borough and they interviewed over 800 parents to find out whether the provision met 
their requirements. The research did not highlight gaps in childcare provision for under 
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5’s in this area, parents felt that childcare was affordable and there were vacancies 
locally across a range of providers.  
 
There are vacancies in the nursery classes in the other schools in the Brindishe 
Federation so parents can feel confident that they would be able to access other local, 
high quality provision. 
 
 
How could the school increase its size?  
 
The area used by the Nursery class would need minimal alteration to provide an additional 
Reception classroom. However work would be needed elsewhere in order to support  the 
school’s highly successful teaching and learning style. The Governing Body has asked the Local 
Authority to consider extending the library area, remodel  the outdoor area in order to enlarge 
the playground and improve shared areas such as toilets.  A room was added when the school 
took a bulge class in 2010. The school’s kitchen has recently been re-modelled and is capable of 
supplying additional meals,  
 
Will the education of the children already in the school be compromised? 
 
There is no reason why expansion of the school, which is recognised as outstanding, 
should compromise the education of children already in the school. Lewisham has many 
successful schools of all sizes and also has effective local networks which spread 
expertise throughout the borough. School leadership, ethos and the quality of teaching 
and learning are the key factors which influence school effectiveness. These qualities 
have been nationally recognised within the Brindishe Federation.  
 
What funding will the school receive for the additional pupils?  
 
The Local Authority will meet the costs of the building works required using funding received 
from central government,  and will equip the new classes as they open. In addition to the set-up 
costs, the school will receive revenue funding for each child who joins the school.
