Child(ren) should not attend school
They isolate as advised by NHS Test and
Trace

..when they have completed
the advised isolation period

...l am not sure who
should get a test for

People without symptoms do not need to
get a PCR test.

... If they have not tested
positive and not been
advised to isolate for any
reason.

*Symptoms include at least one of the following: a high temperature (37.5 or above); a new continuous cough; a
